
 Words from the Pastor 

 
 This Sunday I preached about the office of the keys.  In the lesson from Matthew 18, Jesus teaches us 

that we should go to the one who has sinned against us and “show him his fault.”  This feels like a hard         

lesson because it is a little scary and seems a little mean to point out other people’s faults.  This fear is quite 

natural to us because we have been taught from the time we were children to be nice.  And while I              

sometimes wish people were more civil I am not a fan of nice. 
 More often than not being nice means that we must lie to one another in order to save each others 

feelings.  Nice may save you from a little discomfort but leaves the other in the dark as to his or her own 

sin.  Nice tends to cover over rather than bring to light.  People tend to be nice for fear of being called out 

on the plank in their own eye.  Nice just does not work in the life of the Church.  
 God calls us to loving-kindness.  “Love is patient and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not   

arrogant or rude. It does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice at 

wrongdoing, but rejoices with the truth. Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all 

things.” 1 Cor.13:4-7 ESV 
 As we go through the next few weeks remember that love and kindness go hand in hand.  It is not 

mean to expose sin nor is it nice to pretend it doesn’t exist.  It is, however the kindness thing we can do to 
call each other to repentance in love.  Sin separates us from God, it causes us to be dishonest with        

ourselves, to hide from other Christians and from God, there is no kindness in knowingly leaving our  

brothers and sisters in such a state.
